Lunch and Field Trip to Avery Island 
Avery Island is located in Iberia Parish, about three miles inland from Vermilion Bay.  The island is actually a huge dome of rock salt surrounded by wetlands, which is three miles long and two and a half miles wide and covers about 2,200 acres.  It is one of five salt dome islands that rise above the flat Louisiana Gulf coast, reaching 163 feet above mean sea level at its highest point.  Avery Island is famous as the home of Tabasco sauce, which has been manufactured on the island by the McIlhenny Company since 1868.  The island is also home to Jungle Gardens and a well-known bird sanctuary called Bird City, where each spring thousands of snowy white egrets and other migratory water birds return to nest.  It offers a unique and diverse opportunity to experience coastal Louisiana.
